19-204. Commercial Mobile Radio System Surcharge.

Synopsis:  

The regulation amends Regulation Chapter 19 Article 2 Information Resource Management by  adding Regulation 19-204 to establish the monthly CMRS (cellular, PCS, wireless telecommunications) surcharge,  as the average of all telephone E911 surcharges collected in one or more months in the preceding year as calculated by the statutory CMRS Emergency Telephone Services Advisory Committee, and to  authorize  the states CMRS providers to collect the  surcharge for the state from all of their subscribers in South Carolina. The 1998 Act R441 authorized the surcharge to support E911 services, especially enhanced CMRS E911 services, and will be distributed primarily to the County 911 Public Safety Answering Points and CMRS companies to reimburse them for their costs of complying with the Federal Communications Commission Automatic Number Identification (ANI) (Phase 1) and Automatic Location Identification (ALI) (Phase 2), enhanced CMRS 911 requirements.

Text:

R. 19-204 Commercial Mobile Radio System Surcharge. 

Commercial Mobile Radio System (CMRS) providers shall collect monthly CMRS Emergency 911 surcharges from each of their subscribers with a South Carolina area code, in the amount of the average of the telephone (local exchange access facility or wire line) emergency 911 surcharges collected in South Carolinas counties, as annually calculated by the CMRS Emergency Telephone Service Advisory Committee and approved by the Budget and Control Board .

The CMRS providers shall submit these collected surcharges, less two (2%) percent, if they choose, with an accounting thereof, under oath, in a form prescribed by the Department of Revenue, to the Department, on or before the twentieth day of the second month succeeding each monthly collection.

Fiscal Impact Statement:
Staff anticipate no increased costs to the State or its political subdivisions, as the Act provides for reimbursement of associated costs from the surcharge collected.
