Acceptable Credits

Synopsis:


The State Board of Education promulgated amendments to Sub-regulation 43-51.1, Acceptable Credits.  The regulation will clarify requirements for the type of credit accepted for a teaching certificate as addressed below:


(1)

The promulgated amendment will clarify the type of degrees acceptable from an approved teacher education program.  It also specifies the acceptable accreditation for teacher education programs.


(2)

The promulgated amendment will clarify the acceptable graduate degrees and the type of acceptable accreditation.


(3)

The promulgated amendment will clarify semester hours.


(4)

The promulgated amendment will clarify the name of the office.

Instructions:  This sub-regulation is being amended and will read as follows:

Text:

R43-51.1.  Acceptable Credits

1.

An applicant must graduate with an undergraduate or graduate degree from an approved teacher education program earned through an institution accredited for general collegiate purposes by a regional or national accreditation association or through a South Carolina Institution which has programs approved for teacher education by the South Carolina State Board of Education.  Professional education credit must be earned through an institution which has a teacher education program approved for initial certification.

2.

Graduate degrees acceptable for certification purposes include academic or professional degrees in the field of education or in an academic area for which a corresponding or relevant teaching credential is authorized by the State Board of Education.  All credit at the graduate level must be earned through the graduate school of an institution accredited for general collegiate purposes by a regional or national accreditation association and have a regular graduate division that meets regional or national accreditation requirements, or through a South Carolina Institution which has graduate programs approved for teacher education by the South Carolina State Board of Education.

3.

All credits are computed by semester hours.  (Three (3) quarter hours are equivalent to two (2) semester hours.)

4.
Duplicate Credit shall not be allowed for courses with the same title unless approved by the Director of the Office of Teacher Education, Certification and Evaluation of the South Carolina Department of Education.
