R43-51.3.  Student Teaching

Synopsis:


The State Board of Education promulgated amendments to Sub-regulation 43-51.3, Student Teaching.  The regulation will clarify requirements for those individuals seeking a teaching certificate in South Carolina as addressed below:


(1)
The promulgated amendment will eliminate redundancy and maintain consistency in the certification requirements.


(2)
The promulgated amendment will eliminate the practicum requirement for instructional support areas.


(3)
The promulgated amendment will clarify the teaching experience for those who did not complete the student teaching requirements.


(4)
The promulgated amendment will clarify moving the wording for Warrants to the Types of Certificates section.


(5)
The promulgated amendment will clarify the student teaching requirements for Trade and Industry certified personnel.

Instructions:  This sub-regulation is being amended and will read as follows:

Text:

R43-51.3.  Student Teaching

1. All persons pursuing undergraduate or graduate programs leading to initial teacher certification must complete the student teaching requirement adopted by the State Board of Education.

2. A person who has met all requirements for certificate except student teaching may request that three years’ teaching experience be used in lieu of student teaching for certification purposes under the following conditions:

A.
The teaching experience must be at least three full years and earned in a public or private school in grades K-12 or a post-secondary institution.

B.
The individual shall submit a letter or letters of recommendation from the administrative authority of the school or school district where he/she has taught for the period specified attesting to the successful evaluation of teaching in the certification area.

3.
Trade and Industrial certified personnel are not required to complete student teaching.

Fiscal Impact Statement:


The Department of Education estimates that there will be no costs incurred to the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the promulgated regulation.
