R43-52.  Application for Teaching Credential – Required Documentation

Synopsis:


The State Board of Education promulgated amendments to Regulation 43-52, Application for Teaching Credential – Required Documentation.  The regulation will clarify requirements for those individuals seeking a teaching certificate in South Carolina as addressed below:

(1) The promulgated amendment will clarify the application form.


(2)
The promulgated amendment will identify the type of acceptable college transcripts.


(3)
The promulgated amendment clarifies language relating to examination scores and experience verification.


(4)
The promulgated amendment will eliminate redundancy.


(5)
The promulgated amendment will include language required for the FBI fingerprint review.

Instructions:  This regulation is being amended and will read as follows:

Text:

R43-52.  Application for Teaching Credential – Required Documentation

The applicant must submit or have submitted to the Office of Teacher Education, Certification and Evaluation the following documentation:

1.
Application Form:  A completed application on a State Department of Education form.  The applicant, and, when appropriate, the designated college official must sign this form.

2.
College Transcripts:  Submit complete and official transcript(s).  Each transcript must bear the official seal of the institution, the signature of the designated official, the type of degree earned, if any, and the date awarded.  Only official transcripts will be accepted for certification purposes. Electronically transmitted transcripts from the individual college will be accepted, as the technology becomes available in the State Department of Education.

3.
Examination ScoRES:
 Submit the required teaching area examination score and the required score on the examination of general professional knowledge (pedagogy) as adopted by the State Board of Education for purposes of certification.  Only official score reports will be accepted.

4.
Experience Verification:  Appropriate verification of previous teaching experience.
5.
Application and Evaluation Fee:  A nonrefundable fee for the evaluation and processing of each application.

6.
Fingerprint Card:  The complete FBI fingerprint review card must be submitted before an application can be processed.  No applicant may receive an Induction or Professional Certificate without a clear FBI background check.  Eligible applicants who have prior arrests and/or convictions must undergo a review by the State Board of Education and be approved before a certificate may be issued.

Fiscal Impact Statement:


The Department of Education estimates that there will be no costs incurred to the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the promulgated regulation.
