R43-55.2.  Expired Certificate

Synopsis:


The State Board of Education proposes to promulgate Sub-regulation 43-55.2, Expired Certificate.  The new regulation will clarify requirements for those individuals seeking a teaching certificate in South Carolina as addressed below:


(1)
The promulgated regulation will provide specific clarification for expired educator certificates.


(2)
The promulgated regulation will specify the requirement for extending expired educator certificates.

Instructions:  Add new 43-55.2, Expired Certificate, to Chapter 43 regulations.

Text:

R43-55.2. Expired Certificate

A credential that has been expired for less than five (5) years may be extended for one (1) year by the Office of Teacher Education, Certification and Evaluation based on a written request by the individual, during which time renewal requirements in effect for the Professional Certificate must be met.

A credential that has been expired for more than five (5) years, but less than ten (10) years, may be renewed for one year by issuing a non-renewable Temporary Certificate.  After submitting proof of six (6) semester hours in the content area, the completion of district training in the State Board of Education approved teacher evaluation system and a successful year of teaching, the teacher is eligible for a renewal of the Professional Certificate.  Upon written request and submission of appropriate documentation the teacher will be issued a Professional Certificate.

After a credential has been expired for ten (10) years the educator must reapply for certification under the requirements in effect for the Professional Certificate under current requirements.

Fiscal Impact Statement:


The Department of Education estimates that there will be no costs incurred to the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the promulgated regulation.
