Requirements for Additional Areas of Certification

Synopsis:


The State Board of Education promulgated amendments to Regulation 43-62, Requirements for Additional Areas of Certification.  The amendment will clarify requirements for those individuals seeking a teaching certificate in South Carolina as addressed below.  The proposed amendment will:

(1) Insert language to provide for the transition to new certification requirements.

(2) Insert language to move to performance standards based certification by 2003.

(3) Designate those areas no longer certified by the State Department of Education by July 1, 2000.

(4) Replace the term Directed Teaching with the term, Student Teaching.

(5) Designate the acceptable accreditation level for colleges and universities.

(6) Insert language for endorsement in Tech Prep and Advanced Placement.

(7) Indicate those areas not certified by the State Department of Education.

(8) Identify the vocational areas that will be moved to R43-63 Trades and Industry.

(9) Insert language identifying new areas and requirements for add-on certification.

(10) Insert amended language for Middle Level certification.

(11) Insert language to clarify and amend language for the Masters +30 certificate.

Instructions:  This regulation is being amended and will read as follows:

Text:

R43-62. Requirements for Additional Areas of Certification

Conversion

In the event the State Board of Education should revise or adopt new certification areas, currently certified individuals who are affected may retain the areas of certification for which they previously qualified.  The State Board of Education may require previously certified individuals to upgrade their certification by completing the new requirements within a specified period of time. 

The State Board of Education will replace the individual course requirements for certification with Standards-Based Teacher licensure requirements by July 1, 2003.

(  Certification areas marked with this symbol will not be certified by the South Carolina State Department of Education as of July 1, 2000.

FINE ARTS


1.
Advanced Fine Arts

Teachers for advanced fine arts programs, who do not meet the requirements for certification in any existing area of certification, may be issued a special teaching credential in accordance with the following regulations:

a.
The school district will be required to have in operation an advanced program in the fine arts which has been approved by the State Department of Education.

b.
The school district superintendent will request certification for the prospective teacher in writing, describing the situation in which the teacher will work and the exact nature of the proposed duties of the teacher.

c.
The candidate shall have earned a bachelor’s degree from an nationally or regionally accredited institution of higher education or an institution which has programs approved for teacher education by the South Carolina State Board of Education in the area of the fine arts which the teacher is to teach.

d.
The candidate shall present evidence of at least two years of successful professional experience in the area of the fine arts which the teacher is expected to teach.

e.
The candidate shall present an acceptable score on the appropriate teaching area examination.

f.
The initial credential will be issued for one year.  The initial credential may be renewed twice, for one year at a time, upon presentation of at least six semester hours of credit per year of graduate professional education to include teaching methods and psychology of learning.  A total of 12 semester hours of credit in graduate professional education will be required for full certification.

g.
Five years from the initial issuance of a teaching credential, a renewal for five additional years will be issued upon presentation of six semester hours of graduate credit in professional education or in the area of the fine arts which the teacher is teaching.  Renewals at five-year intervals thereafter will be issued upon presentation of six additional semester hours of graduate credit in professional education or in the area of the fine arts which the teacher is teaching.

h.
The initial bachelor’s degree teaching credential may be advanced to the master’s degree or doctoral level upon presentation of the appropriate degree earned in the same area of the fine arts as the bachelor’s degree and six semester hours of graduate professional education credits.  Advanced degrees must be earned from an institution of higher education having a graduate program which is accredited by a regional or national accrediting agency.
