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AGENCY’S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

SLED continues to fulfill its mission of providing quality manpower and technical assistance to all law
enforcement agencies in South Carolina to ensure that every citizen in the State of South Carolina is
afforded an equal level of law enforcement service. SLED also continues its efforts to protect the safety,
integrity, and security of all citizens in South Carolina as well as South Carolina’s public resources,
infrastructure, and data. SLED has continued its effort to fully realize SLED’s vision of being the premier
law enforcement agency in the State of South Carolina and to effectively and efficiently perform the
numerous statutory roles and responsibilities provided in South Carolina law.

SLED’s essential functions are vast and diverse, and include the following:

e conducting the investigation of organized criminal activities, state-federal interstate criminal
activities, and conducting general criminal investigations in the State of South Carolina;

¢ maintaining and operating a statewide comprehensive forensic sciences laboratory;

e providing covert investigation of illegal activities pertaining to and the interdiction of narcotics
and other illicit substances, providing investigative personnel to investigate human trafficking,
and providing investigative personnel for South Carolina’s State Grand Jury narcotics cases;

e operating and maintaining a central, statewide criminal justice database and data
communication system;

e operating the South Carolina Information and Intelligence Center (SCIIC);

e maintaining and operating highly specialized, tactical response law enforcement units within
SLED;

e conducting arson investigations and emergency event management pertaining to explosive
devices;

e providing the coordination of counter terrorism efforts, including preparation against,
preparation for, response to, and crisis management of acts of terrorism, in or affecting the state
of South Carolina; and coordinating and administering grants from the United States Department
Homeland Security to assist this effort;

e operating South Carolina’s statewide active shooter/active threat program;

e providing for the law enforcement and regulatory enforcement of South Carolina’s alcohol laws
and regulations;
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e providing for the law enforcement and regulatory enforcement of South Carolina’s Concealed
Weapons Permit (CWP) program, security companies and security guards in South Carolina,
private investigation companies and private investigators in South Carolina, and state constables;
e coordinating and operating South Carolina’s Critical Infrastructure Cybersecurity Program (SC
CIC); and,

e coordinating and operating the South Carolina Law Enforcement Assistance Program on behalf
of all first responders in South Carolina.

In addition to performing the above core functions during this past fiscal year, SLED also successfully
completed its 2nd year CALEA (Commission on Accreditation of Law Enforcement Agencies) web-based
re-accreditation. Over the past year SLED has provided non-traditional law enforcement assistance
across the state including working shifts at the Department of Juvenile Justice, city and county crime
suppression in places like Allendale and Chester, and providing manpower at a significant number of
public events.

The COVID-19 pandemic, the dramatic rise of violent crime in South Carolina and the number of local
law enforcement vacancies continue to impact SLED, the state and nation.

Regarding SLED’s individual units:
Investigative Services Unit

SLED is committed to continue providing quality investigators to handle the ever-increasing amount of
criminal investigations SLED conducts throughout the State. While SLED handles some of the most
complex and time-consuming cases, SLED strives to conduct thorough and professional criminal
investigations as timely as circumstances and resources allow. SLED’s Investigative Services division has
four regional offices located in Columbia (Midlands), Florence (Pee Dee), Greenville (Piedmont), and
Walterboro (Low Country); the Behavioral Sciences Unit; the Polygraph Unit; the Special Victim’s Unit
(comprised of Vulnerable Adult Investigations Unit, Child Fatality Investigations Unit, and Forensic Art);
the State Grand Jury Investigations Unit; SLED’s Training Unit; and the Vehicle Crimes Unit.

SLED’s regional agents handle major crimes investigations throughout the state, including officer
involved shootings and in-custody death investigations, official misconduct and public corruption cases,
criminal sexual conduct cases, financial fraud and theft investigations, and murder investigations. In
2021, SLED investigated 37 of the 40 officer-involved shooting cases in South Carolina. In addition,
SLED’s regional investigators also conduct the majority of the major criminal investigations for many
small jurisdictions around the state that simply do not have the necessary resources. SLED’s regional
agents and supervisors continue to collaborate and coordinate with South Carolina’s various police
chiefs, sheriffs, federal law enforcement agencies, and prosecutors to maintain strong working
relationships throughout South Carolina’s criminal justice community. SLED’s regional agents opened
and investigated 722 cases in 2021.

The Behavioral Sciences Unit conducts threat assessments and analysis of individuals who convey
threatening or inappropriate communications by determining the level of risk/threat of individuals and
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providing interventions to lower the risk of harm. This unit also provides investigative analysis to identify

responsible parties or unknown perpetrators based on crime analysis, forensic psychology, and
behavioral science. In 2021 the Behavioral Science Unit conducted 148 threat assessments.

The Polygraph Unit administers the Polygraph Examiners Act and is the statewide regulator for all
polygraph examiners in South Carolina. This unit also conducts polygraphs to assist with criminal
investigations around the state and conducts pre-employment polygraphs for SLED and others. In
addition, this unit created and oversees the State Polygraph Information Network, a database through
which law enforcement agencies can share background information about potential employees.

The Vulnerable Adults Unit of SLED’s Special Victims Unit receives and investigates reports of alleged
abuse, neglect, or exploitation of vulnerable adults in state facilities and coordinates the referral of other
abuse cases at other facilities. The Child Fatalities Unit receives notifications of deaths involving children
from county coroners or medical examiners and investigates such child fatality cases. This unit also
participates in an increasing number of Child Death Investigation Task Forces throughout the state. In
2021 SLED’s Child Fatality Unit worked 298 child fatalities. The Forensic Art Unit provides composite
sketches, postmortem images, and facial reconstruction on the skull for identification purposes, age
progressions, and court exhibits.

The State Grand Jury Unit conducts investigations into public corruption, white collar crime, insurance
fraud, and securities fraud throughout the state.

SLED’s Training Unit oversees all training at SLED. This unit provides annual in-service and specialized
training to all sworn agents; and coordinates training for SLED non-sworn employees. In 2021 SLED
continued to focus on improving SLED’s overall investigative work product with enhanced training on
interviews and interrogations and collaboration on report writing.

The Vehicle Crimes Unit investigates drivers’ license fraud, identification fraud, and title violation cases
from SCDMV. This unit also aids local law enforcement on stolen vehicle investigations, chop shop
investigations, and vehicle or vehicle part inspections at junkyards, scrap metal processing facilities,
salvage yards, repair shops, public garages, and car lots. In 2021, the Vehicle Crimes Unit investigated
327 cases (31 percent increase from 2020).

In 2021, the Department of Insurance (DOI) assumed the primary responsibility of prosecuting Insurance
Fraud Cases. The five SLED Agents assigned to work Insurance Fraud now have office space at DOI. The
primary responsibilities of the Agents assigned to investigate Insurance Fraud are to coordinate with the
DOI to investigate cases across the state. The Agents are assigned cases by their designated region.
There were 107 Insurance Fraud cases opened in 2021, even though the unit was still in transition.

Counter-Terrorism Operations Unit

SLED is tasked with the operation of highly specialized, tactical response law enforcement units for
counter-terrorism support and assistance for local, state, and federal law enforcement partners and the
citizens of the State of South Carolina. In that regard, SLED’s Counter-Terrorism Operations Unit is

comprised of SLED’s Arson Investigations Unit, Aviation Unit, Bloodhound Tracking Team, Bomb Squad,

Maritime Response Unit, Protective Services and Emergency Management Unit, SWAT Team, and
Weapons of Mass Destruction Team.

The Arson Investigations Unit provides subject matter expertise to assist both law enforcement and fire
service entities with fire origin and cause investigations throughout South Carolina. During the last fiscal
year SLED’s Arson Investigations Unit received 174 requests for investigative assistance of which agents
responded to 157. Of the 157 investigations 44 were determined to be arson. SLED consistently tops
the national average clearance rate on arson cases. According to the FBI Uniform Crime Report, in 2019
the national average clearance rate was 23.8%. SLED’s Arson Investigations Unit’s clearance rate last
year was 37.14%, significantly higher than the national average.

SLED Aviation continued its effort to provide aerial assistance with locating missing persons, fugitive
searches, narcotics operations, surveillance operations, natural disaster response, and for a variety of
tactical and SWAT operations. In 2021 SLED Aviation responded to 311 requests for assistance for 519.5
hours of flight time.

The Bloodhound Tracking Team is a specialized tactical unit that uses bloodhound-mix tracking dogs to
assist federal, state, and local partners in locating wanted and missing individuals. This unit also provides
apprehension canines to support SWAT operations, fugitive apprehension operations, and searches. In
addition, this unit also promotes public relations as SLED’s bloodhounds are well-known and beloved. In
2021 the Tracking Team received 450 calls for service.

The Bomb Squad provides subject matter expertise to all law enforcement agencies in South Carolina
and for other major events occurring outside South Carolina. This unit conducts protective sweeps for
events and potential targets as well as responds to SWAT calls, bomb threats, and ordinance disposal
requests. In addition, this unit provides and participates in explosive and/or hazardous materials related
training for bomb techs at the federal, state and local levels. In 2021, the Bomb Squad responded to 269
calls for service or special assignments.

The Counter-Terrorism Dive Unit protects South Carolina’s maritime infrastructure through explosive,
radiological, and hazardous device detection sweeps, and the mitigation of incidents related to such. In
addition, this unit supports federal, state, and local partners in the Port of Charleston and other maritime
environments. In 2020, this unit spearheaded the development of the Area Maritime Security
Committee (AMSC) Subcommittee on Counter Terrorism, which include 31 members from 19 public
safety agencies and the Department of Defense tasked with addressing terrorism prevention and
terrorism response in the Charleston Sector of the U.S. Coast Guard. This collaboration continues today.
In 2021 the Counter-Terrorism Dive Unit conducted 42 missions.

The Protective Services and Emergency Management Unit utilizes SLED personnel from the entire agency
to assist with securing various events occurring in South Carolina. In 2021 agents worked 214 special
events consisting of 1,882 agent assignments for a total of 30,221 hours. This unit also coordinates armed
escorts for the Department of Energy. In addition, this Unit coordinates with the South Carolina
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Emergency Response Division to provide personnel to ESF-13 during natural disasters, emergencies, and
for training exercises and preparation for the same.

SLED’s SWAT Team provides tactical expertise and specialized response capabilities throughout South
Carolina. The focus of this unit remains responding quickly, utilizing tactical solutions, and mitigating
casualties through specialized training, equipment, and tactics. This unit responds to barricaded
subjects/hostage situations, assists with high-risk warrant service operations, and supports response
capabilities for crime suppression and events throughout the State. In 2021, this unit received 152
requests for assistance.

The WMD Team supports our federal, state, and local partners in responses to chemical, biological,
radiological, nuclear, and explosive (CBRNE) related events in South Carolina.

Forensic Services Laboratory

The SLED Forensic Services Laboratory is a full-service crime laboratory that serves criminal justice
agencies throughout South Carolina. A total of 282 agencies submitted evidence to the SLED Laboratory
in this FY22. Services are provided to local, state, and federal agencies for cases involving suspected
criminal activity. The laboratory is comprised of SLED’s Computer Crimes Center, Crime Scene, DNA
Casework, DNA Database, Drug Analysis, Evidence Control, Firearms, Forensic Technology, Implied
Consent, Latent Prints, Questioned Documents, Toxicology, and Trace Evidence.

Since 1994, the American Society of Crime Laboratory Directors/Laboratory Accreditation Board
(ASCLD/LAB) has accredited the laboratory. Accreditation is maintained through annual internal and
periodic external assessments. The laboratory was initially accredited under the Legacy program with
reaccreditation granted in 1999, 2004, and 2009. As ASCLD/LAB transitioned to the ISO/IEC:17025 based
program, the laboratory underwent assessment and obtained ASCLD/LAB-International Accreditation on
September 19, 2014. During the previous fiscal year SLED’s Forensic Services Laboratory continued
compliance with ANAB/ISO/IEC:17025 and FBI/QAS accreditation standards.

During the past fiscal year SLED’s new Forensic Services Laboratory was substantially completed and
occupancy was granted. In August 2022 SLED and vendors began the months long process of
transitioning from the current lab to the new lab. The transition is expected to be complete by the end
of 2022.

On May, 19 2020, Governor Henry McMaster signed Act 134 (H.3309) into law requiring SLED to “create
and operate a statewide sexual assault kit tracking system.” SLED formed a Task Force of stakeholders
across the state in July 2020 and held virtual meetings in September and November. The first Sexual
Assault Kit Tracking System Implementation Report was delivered to the Governor and Senate/House
Judiciary Committees on January 4, 2021 with a subsequent report delivered in January 2022. The Sexual
Assault Kit Tracking System began the initial implementation phase in August 2022.

The SLED Computer Crime Center (SC3C) encompasses the preservation, processing, and analysis of
evidence in an analog or digital format and is responsible for providing expertise to local, state, and
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federal law enforcement agencies in the scientific examination, repair (if possible), analysis and/or

evaluation of electronically stored information contained on a wide variety of data storage devices. This
unit also supports the South Carolina Critical Infrastructure Cybersecurity (SC CIC) Program.

The SLED Crime Scene Department is responsible for aiding local, state, and federal law enforcement
agencies in the investigation of crime scenes and providing expertise in Bloodstain Pattern
Analysis/Crime Scene Reconstruction, Footwear/Tire Tread Examination, and Advanced Digital
Photography. This unit responded to 298 requests in 2021.

The DNA Casework Department performs scientific analyses on biological evidence such as blood,
semen, and saliva. Technicians and analysts evaluate available information to understand the nature of
the case and what questions need to be addressed. They then examine submitted evidence items to
locate and identify probative biological samples. This department continues to improve the Sexual
Assault Kit packaging design to increase processing efficiency. The goal of this effort is to ensure that
samples are packaged in such a manner to facilitate efficient distribution to the relevant departments
for testing. This department has and will continue to work to finalize this process by coordinating with
all relevant parties submitting this evidence.

The DNA Database Department manages the Combined DNA Index System (CODIS) which is a nationwide
database containing the DNA profiles of criminal offenders, crime scene evidence, missing persons and
their relatives. SLED is the state repository for offender DNA specimens required per statute.

The Drug Analysis Department is responsible for the analysis of evidentiary items to establish the
presence, identity, and quantity of controlled substances. In cases involving the possession, distribution,
and manufacture of controlled substances, laboratory analysis is often a major element of the case.

The Evidence Control Department is responsible for the acceptance and storage of all evidence
submitted to the Forensic Services Laboratory. Over 25,000 assignments are received annually by the
Evidence Control Department. In this section, Forensic Technicians retrieve evidence and enter
corresponding case information into the Laboratory Information Management System (LIMS).

The Firearms Department examines firearms to test their operability; compliance with various statutory
regulations (ex. capability for full auto fire, barrel length, and/or overall length); and examines and
microscopically compares fired ammunition components (projectiles, cartridge cases, shotshells, etc.).
Additionally, the Department performs serial number restoration; examines tools and microscopically
compares tool marks; destroys firearms, knives, metal tools, etc. for various agencies in South Carolina;
and operates the Integrated Ballistics Identification System (IBIS) database. This past year, 5960 cases
and 8296 items of evidence were entered into the National Integrated Ballistic Information Network
(NIBIN) through the Entry by Appointment Program. In 2021, SLED reported 1167 investigative leads
between cases. SLED’s NIBIN program consistently ranks in the top 10 in the country for entries and
routinely ranks in the top 5 in monthly entries.
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The Forensic Technology Department administers the iLAB system, a web-based system for pre-logging

cases for submission to the laboratory. Additionally, the department administers the Laboratory
Information Management System (LIMS) for Forensic Services.

The Implied Consent Department regulates the breath testing program for South Carolina. The
department certifies, inspects, repairs, and maintains the Datamaster DMT Program. In the FY23 budget
SLED was appropriated over $2.5 million to complete mandatory upgrades on all breath testing units
statewide.

The Latent Print Department utilizes various techniques for the development and enhancement of latent
fingerprints on submitted evidence, conducts examinations of developed and/or submitted latent prints
to known standards, and conducts Automated Fingerprint Identification System (AFIS) searches.

The Questioned Document Department conducts scientific examinations on evidence requiring a
determination of authorship and authenticity.

The Toxicology Department is responsible for the analysis of biological fluids and tissues for the presence
or absence of alcohol, drugs, and poisons. The department handles postmortem, driving under the
influence (DUI), criminal sexual conduct, among other investigations. This department validated a new
blood cannabinoid method that reduces the limit of quantitation to recommended levels. This method
eliminated the need for derivatization, which improves safety and efficiency. This unit also completed a
new blood and urine opioid validation as well as a new blood cocaine validation, which will each improve
efficiency.

The Trace Evidence Department analyzes a variety of evidence. The categories of testing performed in
this laboratory are explosives analysis, fiber analysis, fire debris analysis, glass analysis, gunshot primer
residue (GSR) analysis, paint analysis, and general physical and chemical analysis.

Alcohol, Narcotics, and VICE Unit

The SLED Alcohol, Narcotics and VICE unit assists local, state, and federal law enforcement agencies by
providing specialized resources and manpower to assist with the coordinated investigation and
enforcement of narcotics, alcohol, tobacco, lottery, and human trafficking matters. This unit is
comprised of the Narcotics Unit, the Alcohol Enforcement Unit, the Lottery Investigation Unit, the
Tobacco Unit, and the Human Trafficking Unit.

The Narcotics Unit enforces the narcotics laws of the State of South Carolina and coordinates with
federal law enforcement agencies on joint task forces to reduce access to opioids and narcotics in South
Carolina. In 2021, this unit opened 408 new cases in thirty-eight of the forty-six counties in South
Carolina. This unit also provides parcel interdiction assistance to intercept illegal drugs that are shipped
domestically and internationally through major parcel businesses and coordinates the Marijuana
Eradication Program. Additionally, this unit provides clandestine lab response to law enforcement
agencies throughout the state and conducts clan lab re-certification for law enforcement agents every
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year and basic certification every three years. This unit manages the bi-yearly law enforcement drug
take back program.

The Alcohol Enforcement Unit conducts alcohol inspections and underage compliance checks
throughout South Carolina. In 2021, SLED conducted 19,095 alcohol license inspections and 7,990
underage compliance checks. The unit wrote 777 administrative violations in 2021. This unit also
opened 43 gambling investigations throughout South Carolina including the seizure of 333 illegal
gambling devices and wrote 13 administrative violations for those gaming cases.

The Lottery Investigations Unit investigates allegations of criminal violations involving the South Carolina
Educational Lottery, including theft and fraud.

The Tobacco Unit handles and conducts inspections of retail stores to ensure compliance and to prohibit
counterfeit or untaxed cigarettes as a result of the national tobacco settlement.

The Human Trafficking Unit investigates human trafficking crimes and sex and labor-related businesses.
This unit also partners with other local, state, and federal agencies to investigate and prosecute these
cases. This unit coordinates databases for human trafficking information and intelligence. SLED
currently chairs the Law Enforcement Subcommittee of the State Human Trafficking Task Force, and
participates in other task forces designed to bring a multidisciplinary approach to these cases focusing
not only on the enforcement of the law, but also on the care and recovery of the victims of human
trafficking. Since this unit's inception their case load has continuously grown.

SLED’s Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS) Department serves as the central criminal justice
information repository for the State of South Carolina responsible for collecting, processing, storing, and
disseminating crime data and criminal identification and record information. This unit also assists with
crime prevention and the administration of criminal justice by providing accurate and timely information
to local, state, and federal criminal justice agencies, civil governmental agencies, and the public as
authorized by state and federal law and regulation. This unit is comprised of the Automated Fingerprint
Identification System (AFIS) unit, the Computerized Criminal History (CCH) unit, the Expungement unit,
the Disposition Research Unit (DRU), the Agency Coordinator Unit (ACU), the National Crime Information
Center (NCIC) unit, the Public Dissemination unit, the Sex Offender Registry (SOR), the South Carolina
Information Exchange (SCIEx) unit, and the South Carolina Incident Based Reporting System (SCIBRS)
unit.

The AFIS unit collects and analyzes fingerprints, palm prints, and mugshots collected at booking to assist
with reliable identification of individuals. This unit also provides criminal history record information for
criminal and non-criminal justice purposes and performs fingerprint-based background checks for
employment and licensing purposes.

The CCH unit oversees South Carolina’s criminal records database that provides criminal history records
throughout South Carolina. This unit works to collect and match court disposition information with the
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corresponding arrest information to provide accurate information. This unit also sets federal and state
firearms prohibitions and/or “gun flags” on the state repository and the national system.

The Expungement unit handles and processes records expungements for South Carolina, which includes
verifying the eligibility requirements for certain expungements. This unit also processes pardons
information for inclusion on South Carolina criminal history records, and reviews relevant information
for DNA expungement eligibility.

The DRU researches missing court dispositions and assists with locating accurate disposition information
for inclusion in criminal history records.

The ACU assists criminal justice agencies across the state with the vetting of private CJIS vendors to
ensure vendors are compliant with FBI CJIS Security Policy.

The NCIC unit administers the use of and entry into the NCIC files, an electronic clearinghouse of crime
data used by law enforcement to perform their duties, including apprehending fugitives, locating missing
or lost persons, and recovering stolen property.

The Public Dissemination unit provides name-based criminal history background checks to the public.
This unit reviews, logs and processes applications for concealed weapon permits and security guard and
private investigator licenses. In addition, this unit provides guidance, support, and troubleshooting to
the public for background checks conducted online through the SLED CATCH (Citizens Access to Criminal
Histories) system.

The SOR unit operates and maintains the South Carolina sex offender registry. This unit provides training
and assistance to local agencies regarding the state and federal laws and regulations related to sex
offender registration. In addition, this unit assists the public, out-of-state law enforcement agencies,
and other entities seeking information regarding South Carolina’s sex offender registry.

The SCIEx unit maintains and provides an online repository of law enforcement records (including
incident reports and case files) that can be shared, searched, linked and analyzed across jurisdictional
boundaries to aid in investigations. This system provides automatic replication of records to the National
Data Exchange (N-DEx), a national repository of criminal justice records used by law enforcement
agencies across the nation.

The SCIBRS unit collects detailed data on every criminal incident to provide publicly available crime
statistics for use by law enforcement administration, policymakers, academics, journalists, and the public
at large.

In addition, on January 1, 2019, the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) launched the National Use-of-
Force Data Collection initiative. This program is a voluntary program wherein state and local law
enforcement agencies were encouraged to submit information connected to use-of-force incidents.
SLED made this possible using the Use-of-Force web application accessed through SCIEx. To encourage
agencies to participate in the program, SLED also agreed to submit reports and Use of Force incidents on
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behalf of local law enforcement agencies. As a result, 79 agencies covering approximately 65.8% of the
law enforcement population in the State have agreed to participate in the program to date.

Fusion Center

The South Carolina Information and Intelligence Center (SCIIC), commonly referred to as the Fusion
Center, utilizes the expertise and resources of governmental and private sector security and intelligence
professionals to provide intelligence-specific and analytically-driven products to law enforcement
personnel, first responders, citizens, businesses, and critical infrastructure in South Carolina. The goal
of this effort is to maximize the ability to detect, prevent, apprehend, and respond to criminal and
terrorist activity.

This unit also generates and publishes the SCIIC Bulletin to ensure that all law enforcement agencies as
well as other criminal justice, private sector critical infrastructure, and public safety entities are aware
of current issues and threats. This unit is comprised of the Threat Analysis Cell (TAC), The Interagency
Operations Center (I0C), the Criminal Analysis Team (CAT), the State Surveillance and Intelligence (SSI)
unit, the Administration Unit, and SLED’s Operations Desk (OD) unit.

The TAC provides analytical support to investigative efforts regarding various threats received both in
the state and nationwide and ensures that information and intelligence is shared with local, state, and
federal law enforcement agencies. This unit also performs threat assessments on high profile events
throughout the state and evaluates Suspicious Activity Reports for forwarding to the FBI Joint Terrorism
Task Force or SLED’s Behavioral Science Unit as needed.

The I0C integrates capabilities for homeland safety to address all threats associated with the maritime
community and assists the low country by consolidating maritime security functions across all levels of
law enforcement by coordinating resources, operations, and information sharing. This unit also supports
SeaHawk as the I0C Coordinator by working closely with the United States Coast Guard, as well as state
and local agencies.

The CAT provides information and intelligence to federal, state, and local law enforcement agencies
throughout the country to assist with fugitive apprehension, locating missing/endangered persons, and
case development.

SSI provides trained agents capable of gathering information and intelligence in order to apprehend
fugitives, locate missing/endangered persons, and assist local and state law enforcement. SSl agents are
assigned to various federal task forces.

The Administration Unit manages criminal intelligence databases (including GangNet) and provides
intelligence and information to investigators. This unit also operates the South Carolina Amber Alert
program and Missing Person Information Center.

SLED OD serves as SLED’s dispatch ensuring that all operational units have radio communication at all
times. This unit also enters warrants, stolen articles, and other pertinent law enforcement information
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into NCIC on behalf of SLED, DHEC, the Attorney General’s Office, the Department of Revenue, and the

Department of Social Services. In addition, this unit assists with the creation of photo line-ups for law
enforcement agencies.

In addition, SLED continues to partner with Crimestoppers to enhance awareness of dogfighting in South
Carolina and partnered with the Humane Society and ASPCA to provide training and educational
materials to law enforcement throughout the state.

Homeland Security

SLED’s Homeland Security Unit administers grants received from the US Department of Homeland
Security (DHS); provides statewide active shooter/active threat training to law enforcement, fire, EMS,
schools, churches, and businesses; provides coordination of statewide Critical Infrastructure/Key
Resources (CI/KR) services to schools, businesses, industries, and others; provides coordination of 37
statewide Regional Response Teams (SWAT, Bomb, HazMat, RMAT, IMT, USAR, and CSAR); provides
facilitation of statewide WMD/Counterterrorism training to First Responders and others; and facilitates
Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD) Exercise delivery to the 37 statewide Regional Response Teams.

This unit manages over 140 Homeland Security sub-grants to law enforcement, fire, EMS, and emergency
management agencies, as well as to churches, schools, governments, citizens’ organizations, and other
entities. In addition, this unit provides statewide Emergency Responder badging/credentialing
coordination and oversight for over 38,000 first responders.

This unit operates the South Carolina Active Shooter/Active Threat Training Program in South Carolina.
This effort provides Active Shooter/Active Threat training to civilians, dispatchers, and law enforcement
officers; as well as provides Active Shooter/Active Threat Instructor certifications to law enforcement,
fire, and EMS personnel. To date, this program has trained tens of thousands of individuals in South
Carolina. In addition, this unit provides Rescue Task Force training to first responders, Bleeding Control
and Basic Reunification training. This unit also coordinates Active Shooter Guidelines training for South
Carolina schools, including children, faculty, and staff. SLED has established a partnership with the South
Carolina Department of Education to provide additional training opportunities and certifications to South
Carolina schools. SLED’s Active Shooter and Complex Coordinated Terrorist Attack Prevention Program
continues to be a worldwide leader. Over the last year this unit has provided training to law enforcement
officers, teachers, administrators, bus drivers, citizens, church members, etc. The program has been
adopted by over 1,500 jurisdictions and organizations and includes training of over 100,000 personnel.

SLED’s Homeland Security Unit conducts site security assistance visits for South Carolina Critical
Infrastructure/Key Resources (CI/KR) and serves as South Carolina’s state representative to the four
Regional Homeland Security Advisory Councils in the state. In 2021, this unit completed the 2021
Homeland Security Strategy, the State Preparedness Report (SPR), and the Threat & Hazard Identification
and Risk Assessment (THIRA). Ongoing efforts are being made to update South Carolina’s Homeland
Security Strategy to continue to address all 32 Homeland Security capabilities and threats from active
shooter, pandemics, earthquakes, WMD attacks, etc.
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SLED’s Homeland Security Unit coordinates South Carolina’s Weapons of Mass Destruction
(WMD)/Counterterrorism (CT) Training and Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD)/Counterterrorism

(CT) Exercise Program. This includes coordinating the exercises of the Regional Response Teams (RRTs)
and providing after-action reviews and evaluations of the participating teams.

Regulatory Services Division

SLED’s Regulatory Services Division oversees the investigative and regulatory enforcement matters
pertaining to all licensed private security companies, private investigation businesses, registered private
security officers and private investigators, the South Carolina Concealed Weapons Permit programs and
instructors, and the State Constable Program. This unit coordinates the South Carolina Law Enforcement
Assistance Program (SCLEAP) throughout South Carolina and facilitates SLED’s enhanced Community
Relations efforts.

SLED is committed to enhancing its already robust community relations and outreach efforts. This unit
promotes SLED and SLED services to the community, including at career fairs and recruitment events.
This unit facilitates the exchange of information and concerns related to police activities between law
enforcement and the community. Over the last year SLED’s Community Relations agents have worked
alongside investigators on many cases to provide assistance in cases of strong community interest to
ensure peaceful dialogue in the community.

The South Carolina Law Enforcement Assistance Program (SCLEAP) is a partnership between SLED,
SCDPS, SCDPPPS, SCDNR and the SC Adjutant General that provides critical incident stress management
and chaplaincy services to officers and staff of member agencies as well as all requesting local law
enforcement agencies and departments in South Carolina. SCLEAP employees are full-time professional
staff who, along with a statewide cadre of volunteer chaplains, provides 24-hour/7-day per week
statewide service for all law enforcement agencies and departments in South Carolina. SCLEAP provides
services to over 17,000 sworn officers, non-sworn personnel, and family members of officers at over 300
state and local agencies in South Carolina. This unit receives an average of 25 requests for service each
month as well as hosting multiple Post-Critical Incident Seminars (PCIS) and Traumatic Loss Seminars.
The General Assembly recognizing the amazing work that SCLEAP was doing allocated additional funding
in the current budget to expand their work and scope.

The National Instant Criminal Background Check System (NICS) unit coordinates and cooperates with the
FBI, the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives (ATF), state, and local law enforcement
agencies related to NICS information and firearm prohibitions. This unit works to implement the FIX
NICS Act and South Carolina’s state implementation plan. NICS is a national, name-based system utilized
by federal firearm licensees to check available records on individuals who may be prohibited from
owning, purchasing, or possessing firearms in accordance with federal or state law. This unit works with
the probate courts and other law enforcement agencies to ensure all information provided to NICS is
current and accurate.

This unit provides regulatory oversight for private investigation businesses, contract security businesses,

proprietary security business licenses, and registration certificates related to such. The unit also
regulates and oversees South Carolina State Constables.

In addition, this unit manages and regulates the South Carolina CWP Program to ensure compliance with
all state and federal laws. This unit oversees CWP instructor training and qualifications to ensure that
South Carolina’s CWP program remains the “Gold Standard”.

South Carolina Critical Infrastructure Cybersecurity Program

The South Carolina Critical Infrastructure Cybersecurity Program’s (SC CIC) mission is to serve local
government and critical infrastructure/key resources (CIKR) by enhancing the cybersecurity posture
throughout the State of South Carolina. These efforts enhance and strengthen information technology
and criminal justice information systems to improve services and to increase security.

The Information Security Unit implemented consistent server vulnerability testing which resulted in an
improved operating system patch application that has decreased attack vector and vulnerabilities on
critical servers. Additionally, enhanced logging of server and workstations has resulted in improved
incident response and forensic capabilities, thus reducing the response time following a cyber-event.

The Governance, Risk and Compliance (GRC) team created an enhanced training class for local agency
security officers. The GRC team also integrated open-source software to facilitate, track, and manage
local agency audits. The Information Security Unit and GRC team have participated in training programs
and attained numerous certifications this fiscal year that position the Unit to respond effectively to
cybersecurity events.

The SC Critical Infrastructure Cybersecurity (SC CIC) program now has 292 cyber liaison officers
representing all 16 CIKR sectors. Additionally, the SC CIC monitoring/detection capability has 201 CIKR
participants including many local elections infrastructure networks. In 2021 the SC CIC program and task
force responded to 67 significant cyber events in the state, saving county government hundreds of
thousands of dollars in cyber response and remediation costs. This program has seen significant year to
year growth since its inception. Just from 2020 to 2021 the number of CIKR participating organizations
grew by 100% and the number of cyber liaison officers grew by 124%.

Challenges:

SLED’s primary challenge is the need for additional manpower and resources to meet the ever-expanding
need for SLED’s services throughout the state of South Carolina. In addition, violent crime continues to
rise in South Carolina and across the country. In 2020, the rate of murders in South Carolina officially
increased 22.1% while aggravated assaults were up 10.1%. The rate of murders has increased 52.9% over
the past 5 years.

SLED continues to fill the gap across the state as law enforcement recruitment and retention plagues
local departments not only in South Carolina but across the nation. In the current budget SLED received

40 additional personnel, 37 which are sworn, in an attempt to meet the increased demand SLED is
experiencing.
