Agency Narrative, FY 2021-22

During FY 2021-22, the operations of the Department of Archives and History continued to be affected
by the residual impact of COVID-19, but had returned in a number of areas to their pre-pandemic form.
Many of the agency’s customers continued to rely upon enhanced digital access to SCDAH’s collections
and the digitization of the agency’s review and compliance process. The agency continued to hold many
of its meetings virtually instead of in person, but realized resurgent generated revenue for both facility
rentals and gift shop sales. The agency’s two operational divisions, Archives and Records Management,
and Historical Services (SHPO), noted a considerable number of achievements in their quest to meet
performance goals associated with the agency’s mission to preserve and promote South Carolina’s
documentary and cultural heritage.

Archives and Records Management Division-FY 2021/2022

Archives

Hosted 1,980 Research Room visits and answered 6,360 queries from researchers (telephone
3,289; email 2,939 and letters 132);

Accessioned 371 cubic feet and 89,544 MB of records, 183 rolls of microfilm, 187 volumes and
processed 261 cubic feet of records;

Scanned 1,216,000 historical documents, microfilmed 27,000 pages of state and local
government records, duplicated 303 microfilm rolls and digitized 608 microfilm rolls;
Researched over 405 state and local government officials and members of the public through
building tours and speaking engagements;

Captured and provided access to state agency websites through the continued use of the non-
profit website Archive-it. In all, the agency crawled 110 state agency websites and retained 642
GB of data;

Ingested 1.18 TB of state agency and county government records into the South Carolina
Electronic Records Archive (984,777 files);

Web page views: Main page 331,411; Archives page 290,686; and South Carolina Electronic
Records Archive (SCERA) 112,049.

Records Management

Transferred 1.3 million pages of historically significant records (paper, microfilm and electronic)
from state and local government offices to the Archives for permanent retention;

Transferred 10.5 million pages of state agency paper records to the State Records Center for
security storage;

Authorized the destruction of 116 million pages of non-permanent state and local government
records.

Prepared 338 retention/disposition schedules representing 11.7 million pages of state and local
records.

Fielded 2,848 contacts with state and local government officials regarding records management;
Microfilmed 27,000 pages of state and local records;
Approved 92% of retention schedules within two weeks of submission;

e Implemented records retention schedules for 50% of state agencies and 18% of local
governments.

Cost Avoidance
e By working with state and local governments to set retention limits for records and by providing
storage in the State Records Center for inactive, limited term records from state agencies, the
division achieved cost avoidance to the state of $1,217,155. Overall, the microfilming and
Records Center storage services provided by the Records Management Division are about 50%
lower than in the private sector.

Historical Services Division-FY 2021/2022

e Approximately $142 million was invested in historic buildings assisted by federal and state
historic tax credit programs administered by SCDAH. Proposals for new income-producing
projects decreased from last year (from 38 to 27), as did proposals for homeowner projects (from
18 to 11 this year). The average review time in the tax credit programs is 15.4 days.

e Issued the fifth annual report on the federal and state historic income tax credit programs
highlighting overall usage and completed projects. Tax credit projects were also highlighted in
the division’s monthly e-newsletter and on SCDAH social media (Facebook and Twitter).

e Implemented a process to request and collect fees for the State Historic Preservation Grant Fund
created by H. 3485 (Act 172) signed by Governor Henry McMaster on September 29, 2020,
resulting in nearly $700,000 collected for the grant fund as of June 30, 2022. Developed draft
grant guidelines and application for implementation in Fall 2022.

e Applied for and received a $50,000 federal grant from the National Park Service’s
Underrepresented Communities grant program to nominate historic properties associated with
African American history to the National Register of Historic Places.

e Continued to administer two National Park Service grants for supplemental federal Historic
Preservation Funds, to provide sub-grants to assist property owners with repairs to historic
properties damaged by Hurricane Irma in 2017 and Hurricane Florence in 2018. Five projects
using the funding for Hurricane Irma have been completed, with the remaining six underway.
For Hurricane Florence, nine projects have been awarded funding (two are completed and four
are in progress).

e Approved 50 historical marker texts this year with 56% recognizing African American history
and historic places. Staff made several presentations on the marker program in Chesterfield,
West Columbia, and Greenville, and attended several marker dedication ceremonies around the
state. The historical marker guidebook published by USC Press in 2021 was given the Bobby
Gilmer Moss Award by the SC Daughters of the American Revolution for making a “significant
contribution to the body of knowledge related to the Revolutionary War and the creation of the
United States.”

e Held three meetings of the State Review Board for the National Register of Historic Places,
which approved 20 nominations to the National Register of Historic Places. Of these 20% had
significance in African American history.

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The publication African American Historic Places in South Carolina was updated to include new
listings in the National Register of Historic Places and state historical markers. It now includes
over 600 entries and is available at this link.

Reviewed 96% of compliance requests (nearly 1,600) in 30 days or less. The average review
time increased slightly from 11.7 days to 12.8 days. Signed 14 new or amended Memorandum of
Agreements or Programmatic Agreements to mitigate adverse effects to historic properties.
Provided virtual training on local government preservation programs to staff and board members
of the state’s Certified Local Governments (CLGs) through the National Alliance of Preservation
Commissions (NAPC). In August 2021, 34 staff and board members representing fifteen CLGs
participated in the NAPC Summer Short Course. At the April 2022 statewide Preservation
Conference six sessions were offered as opportunities for local preservation board members to
receive Continuing Education credits.

Staff presented via online platforms to a variety of audiences including community groups,
professional and civic organizations, and at in-person events including the SC American
Planning Association in March, the Landmarks Conference in April, and the SC DNR
archaeology intern program in June.

Partnered with the SC Archives and History Foundation to hold the statewide Preservation
Conference on April 22, 2022, with 186 registered attendees (note: registration was limited to
allow for social distancing.)

Partnered with Preservation South Carolina and the Office of the Governor on the 28" annual
statewide preservation awards. Nominations were received, recipients selected, and awards
presented at the State House by Governor Henry McMaster and First Lady Peggy McMaster on
July 13, 2022.
