Whereas, he was a lifelong member of Pomaria Lutheran Church, having served as vice chair of the church council, as a Sunday School teacher, and as chair of many church committees; he also served as president of the Pomaria Ruritan Club, as an adult leader for Troop 76 of the Boy Scouts of America, and as attorney for the Town of Peak; and

Whereas, he is survived by his wife, Doris Gunter Huggins; a daughter, Nancy Huggins Wessinger; a son, John S. Huggins, Jr.; and six grandchildren, Nathan and Leanna Huggins and Alyssa, Corey, Matthew, and Kaylyn Wessinger; and

Whereas, it is our desire that the members of Mr. Huggins’ family and his many friends know that they are uppermost in our thoughts and have our deepest sympathy.  Now, therefore,
