Whereas, the members of the House of Representatives were deeply saddened to learn of the death of the Honorable Zachariah Ernest Seymour of Laurens, who died at age fifty‑nine on January 25, 2000, at his home; and

Whereas, “Doc” Seymour, as he was affectionately known and referred to by his many friends, was born in Elbert County, Georgia, the son of Olive Burton Seymour of Bowman, Georgia, and the late Horace Wilkes Seymour; and

Whereas, Zachariah Ernest Seymour was a Doctor of Veterinary Medicine for thirty‑three years and owner of the Laurens County Animal Hospital.  A successful professional man and active in his community, Dr. Seymour was a member of the Laurens First Baptist Church, the Laurens Kiwanis Club, Rotary Club, Lions Club, Shrine Club, and a Mason. Highly respected for his integrity and professionalism by all who knew him, Dr. Seymour served with distinction as a coroner for Laurens County for twenty‑one years and was a former president of the South Carolina Coroners Association; and
