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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

Whereas, he received numerous awards, citations, and commendations for his diligence and persistence; and

Whereas, Dr. Salters was committed deeply to Claflin University and its alumni, Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity, Inc., and seriously undertook his responsibilities as a member of the South Carolina State University Board of Trustees; and

Whereas, left to mourn his passing are his wife of more than thirty‑six years, Grace Heyward Salters, Ph.D., one daughter, Mrs. Vincent (Damita) Prince, three brothers, one sister, and a host of other relatives, and friends; and

Whereas, the members of the South Carolina General Assembly want his widow, daughter, other family members, and many friends to know that they are uppermost in their thoughts and have the members’ deepest sympathy.  Now, therefore,
