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A BILL

TO AMEND CHAPTER 4 OF TITLE 30, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT, SO AS TO PROHIBIT THE SALE BY A PUBLIC BODY OF ANY RECORDS, PUBLIC OR OTHERWISE.


Amend Title To Conform

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Chapter 4, Title 30 of the 1976 Code is amended by adding:


“Section 30-4-160.
(A)
This chapter does not allow the Department of Public Safety to sell, provide, or otherwise furnish to a private party personal information on height, weight, and race or Social Security numbers in its records or copies of photographs or signatures, whether digitized or not, taken for the purpose of a driver’s license or personal identification card.  The department may not release any part of the identification record of a child younger than fifteen years of age to a private party. 


(B) 
Records of height, weight, and race and photographs, signatures, and digitized images from a driver’s license or personal identification card are not public records.”

SECTION
2.
Chapter 3, Title 56 of the 1976 Code is amended by adding:


“Section 56-3-545.
(A)
The Department of Public Safety may not sell, provide, or otherwise furnish to a private party personal information on height, weight, or race, Social Security numbers, copies of photographs or signatures, whether digitized or not, taken for the purpose of a driver’s license or personal identification card.  The department may not release any part of the identification record of a child younger than fifteen years of age to a private party.


(B) 
Records of height, weight, and race and photographs, signatures, and digitized images from a driver’s license or personal identification card are not public records.


(C)
Notwithstanding any other provision of law, a private person may not use an electronically stored version of the photograph, Social Security number, height, weight, race, or signature of a person for any purpose if the electronically stored information was obtained from a driver’s license record.”

SECTION
3.
This act takes affect upon approval by the Governor.
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
