A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 11-11-440, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE PROHIBITION OF GENERAL TAX INCREASES OR NEW GENERAL TAXES IN THE ANNUAL GENERAL APPROPRIATIONS ACT OR IN SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATIONS ACTS, SO AS TO PROHIBIT IN SUCH ACTS ANY PERMANENT LAW PROVISIONS AFFECTING THE VARIOUS STATE RETIREMENT SYSTEMS.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 11-11-440 of the 1976 Code is amended to read:


“Section 11-11-440.
(A)
The General Assembly may not provide for any general tax increase or enact new general taxes in the permanent provisions of the state annual general appropriation appropriations act or acts supplemental appropriations acts or joint resolutions thereto, and any such general tax increases or new general taxes must be enacted only by separate act.  (B)  General tax increases and new general taxes as used in this section subsection mean tax increases and new taxes which apply to over fifty percent of the population as a whole.


(B)
No provisions of permanent law affecting the various state retirement systems provided in Title 9 may be included in the state annual general appropriations act or any supplemental appropriations act or joint resolution.”

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
