BY PROMULGATING AGENCY.

The State Board of Education promulgated amendments to subregulation 43‑51.3, Student Teaching.  The regulation will clarify requirements for those individuals seeking a teaching certificate in South Carolina as addressed below:

The promulgated amendment will eliminate redundancy and maintain consistency in the certification requirements.

The promulgated amendment will eliminate the practicum requirement for instructional support areas.


(3)
The promulgated amendment will clarify the teaching experience for those who did not complete the student teaching requirements.

The promulgated amendment will clarify moving the wording for Warrants to the Types of Certificates section.

The promulgated amendment will clarify the student teaching requirements for Trade and Industry certified personnel.
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
