The trustee representing election district 5-1 as delineated in Section 1 of Act 526 of 1996 must reside in election district 5-1 and the trustee representing election district 5-2 as delineated in Section 1 or Act 526 of 1996 must reside in district 5-2, with both trustees elected at-large from the combined area of the two districts.


(3)
Three trustees, who must reside within the boundaries of the district, shall be elected, at large, from election district 5-3.


(4)
The trustee representing election district 5-4 as delineated in Section 1 of Act 426 of 1996 must reside in election district 5-4 and the trustee representing election district 5-5 as delineated in Section 1 of Act 526 of 1996 must reside in district 5-5, with both trustees elected at-large from the combined area of the two districts.


SECTION 2.  Notwithstanding the provisions of Act 526 of 1996, in the event of a vacancy on the board of trustees of each Orangeburg County Consolidated School District or on the Orangeburg County Board of Education for any reason other than expiration of a term, the vacancy must be filled for the unexpired term through appointment by the Orangeburg County Legislative Delegation.

This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor./
