Whereas, the Honorable Arthur W. Christopher, Sr., Charleston City Councilman from 1975 to 1991 and Mayor Pro Tempore in 1978, died January 7, 2002; and

Whereas, during his successful tenure on the Charleston City Council he introduced the resolution that declared Dr. Martin Luther King’s birthday a legal holiday, fought to control the transportation of nuclear waste through the city, and was instrumental in the development of Waterfront Park, the city’s Visitor Reception and Transportation Center, and Charleston Place; and
