A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 50‑11‑310, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO OPEN SEASON ON ANTLERED DEER, SO AS TO PROVIDE A SEASON FOR TAKING ANTLERED DEER WITH PRIMITIVE WEAPONS IN GAME ZONE FIVE.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

In Game Zones 5 and 7:  with bow and arrow September first through January first and with firearms September fifteenth through January first; provided, further, in Game Zone 5: with primitive weapons September first through September fifteenth;”
