Act 189 of 1957 is amended by deleting Section 1 which reads:


“Section
1.
The Board of Education of Newberry County is authorized to sell at public auction such surplus school property, specifically including buildings, under such terms and conditions as the board may determine.  Before any sale, the board shall give public notice of the time and place of the sale in a local newspaper circulated in the county.”
