Whereas, the United States Army strives to strike a balance between the demands of the war to perform duties with seriousness and urgency and the necessity to have the foresight to respect and protect our environmental resources; and

Whereas, the Army’s Earth Day theme of “Preserving the Environment While Protecting Our Freedom” is an appropriate message during this uncertain time as we all endeavor to maintain the environment.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Representatives concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina, by this resolution, celebrate Thursday, April 22, 2004, as Earth Day and observe the United States Army’s Earth Day message of “Preserving the Environment While Protecting Our Freedom”, which recognizes the value of our environment and reminds us that members of the Army are the guardians of freedom.
