A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

TO COMMEND AND ACKNOWLEDGE THE CONGREGATION OF FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH OF MAULDIN FOR BEING THE BENCHMARK FOR CHRISTIAN SERVICE IN SOUTH CAROLINA AND TO DECLARE AUGUST 22, 2004, AS “FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH OF MAULDIN DAY” IN RECOGNITION OF ITS ONE HUNDREDTH ANNIVERSARY AND ITS WONDERFUL MINISTRY AND MISSION.

Whereas, August 22, 2004, marks the one hundredth anniversary of First Baptist Church of Mauldin (FBCM) in Mauldin, South Carolina; and

Be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Representatives concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly, by this resolution, commend and acknowledge the congregation of First Baptist Church of Mauldin for being the benchmark for Christian service in South Carolina and declare August 22, 2004, as “First Baptist Church of Mauldin Day” in recognition of its one hundredth anniversary and its wonderful ministry and mission.
