Amend Title To Conform

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That
 the members of the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina request the Department of Transportation to name 2.7 miles of United States Highway 221 in Spartanburg County from the city limits on South Church Street to the intersection of North Church Street (U. S. 221) and S. C. 56 at the fountain as “Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial Highway” and to install two appropriate markers or signs containing the words “Martin Luther King, Jr. Memorial Highway” at the beginning and end of this portion of highway.
