She is a current board member of the Eboni Dance Theater, treasurer of the Columbia Chapter of CHUMS, Inc., and president of the Stock Watchers Investment Club.  She also volunteered her time with Project BluePrint and received the Tribute to Women in Industry Award in 1992; and

Whereas, a devoted and faithful member of New Ebenezer Baptist Church, Mrs. Scott served as chair of the scholarship foundation from 1992 to 2001.  She is married to Representative John L. Scott and together they are the proud parents of John L. Scott III; and

Whereas, the members of the General Assembly are proud to honor Mrs. Joan C. Scott for her many contributions to her community and her service as the first African‑American to hold the position of president of the Palmetto Cabinet.  Now, therefore,
