A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 59-5-10, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE COMPOSITION OF THE STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION, SO AS TO ADD A NONVOTING MEMBER TO BE APPOINTED BY THE GOVERNOR TO REPRESENT THE MILITARY COMMUNITY.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 59-5-10 of the 1976 Code is amended by adding a new paragraph at the end to read:


“In addition to the other members of the State Board of Education required by law, there shall be an additional nonvoting member to be appointed by the Governor for a term of four years and until his successor is appointed and qualifies to represent the military community.”
