Whereas, Mr. Hilliard recently retired from ING after serving as Chairman and CEO of ING Americas, one of the world’s largest diversified financial services companies, and for which his responsibilities included the insurance, funds, and retail banking operations in North and South America; and

Whereas, Mr. Hilliard has spent much of his life working to preserve and protect the forests and rivers of this great State; and 

Whereas, one of Mr. Hilliard’s proudest achievements is the completion of the Foothills Trail across the upstate of South Carolina, for which he worked tirelessly from its inception in the early 1970’s until its completion in 1989; and

Whereas, he is one of the founders and long time president of the Foothills Trail Conference, an organization for which his efforts were recognized with the naming of the Hilliard Falls waterfall along the trail; and

Whereas, Mr. Hilliard has been very active in the community and involved in many organizations across the State, having served as founding chairman of the Board of Visitors for the South Carolina Governor’s School for the Arts, member of the Board of Directors for the Clemson University Foundation, and member of the Board of the Greenville Art Museum, among others.
