A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 23‑47‑65, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE CREATION OF THE CMRS EMERGENCY TELEPHONE SERVICES ADVISORY COMMITTEE, SO AS TO INCREASE THE NUMBER OF TERMS A COMMITTEE MEMBER MAY BE APPOINTED TO SERVE, AND TO EXTEND THE PERIOD OF TIME IN WHICH THE COMMITTEE MAY EXIST.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 23‑47‑65(A)(2) of the 1976 Code, as amended by Act 233 of 2000, is further amended to read:


“(2)
All committee members, except the ex officio members, must be appointed for a three‑year term by the Governor. Committee members may be appointed to one subsequent term terms.” 

SECTION
2.
Section 23‑47‑65(F) of the 1976 Code, as amended by Act 233 of 2000, is further amended to read:


“(F)
On August 1, 2004 2007, the committee’s existence terminates and all its duties and powers devolve to the board, except that the committee may continue to exist and function upon adoption by the General Assembly of a joint resolution extending its existence past August 1, 2004 2007.” 

SECTION
3.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
