TO REPEAL SECTION 6-8-30, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE ISSUANCE AND RENEWAL OF CERTIFICATES OF REGISTRATION WITHOUT EXAMINATION TO BUILDING CODES ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS EMPLOYED IN CODES ENFORCEMENT FOR THEIR POSITION AND LOCATION AT THE TIME THIS CODE SECTION BECAME EFFECTIVE.


Amend Title To Conform

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 6‑8‑30 of the 1976 Code, as amended by Act 44 of 1999, is amended to read:


“Section 6‑8‑30.
(A)
Certificates of registration may be issued without examination to building codes enforcement officers employed in codes enforcement on the effective date of this chapter only for the position and locality held at the time of registration pursuant to this section.  This registration is valid for two years and may be renewed. 


(B)
Upon initial employment by a political subdivision, an individual must be granted a provisional certificate of registration without examination which is valid for the time period stipulated by regulation for each registration classification from the date of issuance six months from the date of initial employment. The provisional certificate of registration may not be renewed.” 

SECTION
2.
This section takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
