Whereas, throughout his career spent protecting the capitol structure, Chief Richburg has gone above and beyond the call of duty, performing a great service to his state which will no doubt continue well into the future; and 

Whereas, the members of the House of Representatives are proud to recognize Chief Richburg’s recent appointment and wish to thank him for his continued devotion to protecting the State House Grounds and those who serve the citizens of South Carolina.  Now, therefore,
