Whereas, heart disease is the number-one killer of women, claiming a woman’s life every 60 seconds.  According to the National Heart, Lung, and Blood Institute, one in two women in the United States dies of heart disease or stroke, while one in thirty dies of breast cancer; and

Whereas, cardiovascular disease, including heart disease and stroke, is South Carolina’s leading killer of women among all racial and ethnic groups.  Data indicates that in 2000 alone, more than 7,000 women in South Carolina died of cardiovascular disease; and

Whereas, according to the American Heart Association about 500,000 women in the United States die each year from heart disease, while fewer than one in ten women perceive heart disease as their greatest health threat; and

Whereas, thirty-eight percent of women will die within one year of having a heart attack, compared to twenty-five percent of men; and

Whereas, minority women are at increased risk for heart disease, and the death rate from heart disease is substantially higher for black women than for white women; and

Whereas, many institutions and organizations in South Carolina, including the Trident Heart and Vascular Institute, have joined the “Red Dress Campaign” and the women members of the South Carolina General Assembly especially wish to encourage their colleagues and all South Carolinians to recognize the prevalence of heart disease and promote public awareness by wearing red on February 4, 2005.  Now, therefore,

That the members of the South Carolina General Assembly, by this resolution, recognize February 4, 2005, as “National Red Dress Day” in South Carolina and encourage all South Carolinians to wear red on this day to help promote public awareness of heart disease in women.

Whereas, there are over 17,000 hardworking, dedicated employees of the 268 municipalities that are charged with carrying out the policies and procedures enacted by the municipal councils to provide the essential services to its citizens; and 

Whereas, municipalities are economic engines of the State, which drive the economy of the immediate region; and 

Whereas, healthy, financially sound, and economically strong municipalities are essential to the health and welfare of the State.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly, by this resolution, declare Tuesday, February 15, 2005, as “South Carolina Hometown Day” in order to recognize and honor the many outstanding municipal officials in our State.

Scarborough, Harrell, Vaughn and Bowers: A BILL TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING ARTICLE 3, CHAPTER 18, TITLE 41, TO ENACT THE "SOUTH CAROLINA RIDER SAFETY ACT" SO AS TO REQUIRE RIDERS OF AMUSEMENT AND CARNIVAL DEVICES TO COMPLY WITH CERTAIN SAFETY REQUIREMENTS, TO REPORT INJURIES IN A TIMELY MANNER, TO REQUIRE OWNERS OF SUCH DEVICES TO POST SIGNS RELATING TO RIDER SAFETY, AND TO ESTABLISH A MISDEMEANOR FOR VIOLATIONS OF THIS ARTICLE; AND TO DESIGNATE SECTIONS 41-18-10 THROUGH 41-18-150 AS ARTICLE 1, CHAPTER 18, TITLE 41, AND TO NAME THAT ARTICLE "GENERAL PROVISIONS".

POINT OF ORDER

S. 306--RECALLED FROM COMMITTEE ON MEDICAL, MILITARY, PUBLIC AND MUNICIPAL AFFAIRS

On motion of Rep. CLEMMONS, with unanimous consent, the following Bill was ordered recalled from the Committee on Medical, Military, Public and Municipal Affairs:

S. 306 -- Senators Peeler, Short and Ford: A BILL TO AMEND SECTION 40-43-86, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO VARIOUS REQUIREMENTS PERTAINING TO PHARMACIES, INCLUDING THE TRANSFER OF ORIGINAL PRESCRIPTION INFORMATION BETWEEN PHARMACIES IN THIS STATE, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT ALL REMAINING REFILLS, RATHER THAN ONLY ONE REFILL, MAY BE TRANSFERRED TO AND DISPENSED BY THE RECEIVING PHARMACY, TO DELETE THE REFERENCE TO IN-STATE PHARMACIES, AND TO DELETE A PROVISION CONTAINING PROCEDURES FOR DISPENSING RESTRICTED DRUGS.

Wilkins, W. D. Smith, Harrell, Cato, Chellis, Harrison, Townsend, Witherspoon, G. R. Smith, Vaughn, Sandifer, Coates, Barfield, Young, Kirsh, Leach, E. H. Pitts, Battle, Viers, Clyburn, Littlejohn, Taylor, Rice, Hinson, Clark, Walker, Bales, Simrill, Mahaffey, Toole, Talley, Umphlett, Brady, Bailey, Hagood, Edge, Clemmons, Huggins, Neilson, Vick and Delleney: A BILL TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 12-6-515 SO AS TO REDUCE THE SEVEN PERCENT TOP MARGINAL RATE OF SOUTH CAROLINA INDIVIDUAL INCOME TAX IN EQUAL ANNUAL INCREMENTS OF .225 PERCENT UNTIL A PERMANENT TOP MARGINAL RATE EQUAL TO 4.75 PERCENT IS ACHIEVED AND TO PROVIDE THAT A SCHEDULED REDUCTION IS POSTPONED IF GENERAL FUND REVENUE GROWTH FOR THE APPLICABLE FISCAL YEAR IS LESS THAN TWO PERCENT.
