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A BILL

TO REQUIRE A SPECIAL CALCULATION OF THE ROLLBACK PROPERTY TAX MILLAGE IMPOSED FOR SCHOOL OPERATIONS IN BERKELEY COUNTY IN LIEU OF THE ROLLBACK MILLAGE CALCULATED IN THE MANNER PROVIDED BY GENERAL LAW.


Amend Title To Conform

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Notwithstanding any other provision of law relating to the calculation of rollback millage, in Berkeley County, the millage imposed by the Berkeley County Board of Education for school operations and the Berkeley County Council for county operations must be rolled back to a millage calculated to generate no more property tax revenue for school and county operations than was collected in the county for that purpose for the property tax year preceding the rollback year.  Notwithstanding any other provision of local law relating to the fiscal authority of the Berkeley County Board of Education or the Berkeley County Council or the law applicable to school districts and county councils generally, the special rollback millage required to be imposed for school or council operations pursuant to this act in a rollback year may not be increased by the Berkeley County Board of Education or the Berkeley County Council.

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
