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A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 50‑11‑500, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO HUNTING WILD TURKEY, SO AS TO MAKE IT UNLAWFUL TO TAKE OR ATTEMPT TO TAKE A WILD TURKEY FROM A WATERCRAFT ON THE WATERS OF THE STATE.


Amend Title To Conform

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 50‑11‑500 of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 210 of 2002, is further amended by adding at the end:


“(9)
It is unlawful for a person to take or attempt to take a wild turkey from a watercraft on the waters of this State.”

SECTION
2.
Section 50-11-555 of the 1976 Code, as added by Act 255 of 2002, is amended to read:


“Section 50-11-555.
Notwithstanding any other provision of law, it is not unlawful to hunt wild turkey on Sunday on private land in Game Zone 4 during the prescribed season for hunting wild turkey.”

SECTION
3.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
