A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 56‑1‑748, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO A PERSON WHO HAS BEEN ISSUED A RESTRICTED DRIVER’S LICENSE UNDER CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF LAW SUBSEQUENTLY BECOMING INELIGIBLE FROM BEING ISSUED A SPECIAL RESTRICTED DRIVER’S LICENSE UNDER THESE PROVISIONS, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT A PERSON WHOSE DRIVER’S LICENSE HAS BEEN SUSPENDED BECAUSE OF HIS REFUSAL TO SUBMIT TO TESTING FOR CERTAIN LEVELS OF ALCOHOL CONCENTRATION OR REGISTERS A CERTAIN LEVEL OF ALCOHOL CONCENTRATION AND WHO HAS BEEN ISSUED A RESTRICTED DRIVER’S LICENSE SUBSEQUENTLY, IS INELIGIBLE FROM BEING ISSUED A SPECIAL RESTRICTED DRIVER’S LICENSE.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

1.
Section 56‑1‑748 of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 115 of 1999, is further amended to read:


“Section 56‑1‑748.
No A person issued a restricted driver’s license under the provisions of Section 56‑1‑170(B), Section 56‑1‑320(A), Section 56‑1‑740(B), Section 56‑1‑745(C), Section 56‑1‑746(D), Section 56‑5‑750(G), Section 56‑9‑430(B), Section 56‑10‑260(B), or Section 56‑10‑270(C), or Section 56‑5‑2951 shall subsequently not be eligible for issuance of a special restricted driver’s license under these provisions.” 

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
