A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 61‑4‑1115, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN AN IMPORTER AND A FOREIGN BREWER, SO AS TO CLARIFY THAT A FOREIGN BREWER INCLUDES ITS SUCCESSOR OR ASSIGNEE.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 61‑4‑1115 of the 1976 Code, as added by Act 76 of 2001, is amended to read:


“Section 61‑4‑1115.
For purposes the purpose of this article, when a registered producer is an importer of beer produced by a brewer located outside of the United States, the importer is deemed the agent of the foreign brewer and any an agreement subject to the provisions of this article between a wholesaler and the importer is binding on any a successor importer of beer produced by that foreign brewer, its successor, or its assignee.”
