Whereas, twenty‑two outstanding and intelligent students were chosen to represent the State of South Carolina in the All‑USA Academic Team Competition ; and

Whereas, these students were chosen for the All‑State Team by the technical college presidents on the basis of academic performance, leadership accomplishments, and service to their colleges and local communities; and

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:
