Whereas, Mrs. Harvin was also active in the community, serving as Chairman of the 1988 Capital Campaign of the Henderson Family YMCA.  Additionally, she was a charter member of the Contemporary Book Club, a life‑long member of the Henderson Garden Club, and an active member of the First Presbyterian Church; and
