Whereas, John Tucker is one such person, as he has given thirty‑five years of his life to invaluable service with the National Park Service; and

Whereas, John Tucker also oversaw the development and construction of the fifteen‑million‑dollar Fort Sumter Visitor Education Center and tour boat facility in downtown Charleston, attracting countless visitors annually from around the nation; and

Whereas, giving generously of his time and talents in various capacities at other national parks and historic sites, including the Andersonville National Historic Site and the Jimmy Carter National Historic Site, Mr. Tucker has displayed great passion for what he does and will be truly missed.  Now, therefore,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives:

That the members of the House of Representatives of the State of South Carolina, by this resolution, honor and recognize John Tucker, Superintendent of Fort Sumter National Monument, for his outstanding career with the National Park Service and wish him all the best upon his retirement.
