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A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 56‑3‑230, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE DEPARTMENT OF MOTOR VEHICLES APPLICATION FOR THE REGISTRATION AND LICENSING OF A VEHICLE, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT THE APPLICATION MUST INCLUDE A VALID COPY OF THE OWNER’S SOUTH CAROLINA DRIVER’S LICENSE.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 56‑3‑230 of the 1976 Code is amended to read:


“Section 56‑3‑230.
Every owner of a vehicle subject to registration and for which a license is required shall make application to the Department of Motor Vehicles for the registration and licensing of the vehicle upon the appropriate forms furnished by the department.  Every application must bear the signature of the owner and include a valid copy of the owner’s South Carolina driver’s license.”

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
