A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

In addition, the Epsilon Chi Omega Chapter sponsors such local, national, and international programs as Books for Breakfast, Fatherhood and Families Engagement Program, Inc., and African Village Development; and

Whereas, the Epsilon Chi Omega Chapter continues to serve the Florence and Darlington communities, schools, and local businesses, always stressing the importance of education through programs like Partners in Math and Science; and

Whereas, in further living out its creed, “supreme in service to all mankind,” the Epsilon Chi Omega Chapter contributes to Manna House, the United Negro College Fund, and House of Hope, among other organizations. Now, therefore,
