Whereas, he was a 1965 graduate of Pickens High School where he played football; and

Whereas, prior to enlisting in the Marines, he was employed at Slater Manufacturing Company in Marietta, South Carolina; and

Whereas, Lance Corporal Jones enlisted in the Marine Corps in August 1966 and began serving in the Vietnam War in September 1967 with the Third Platoon Company K of the 26th Marine Corps; and 

Whereas, he gave the ultimate sacrifice in defense of his country on January 21, 1967, when he was killed during combat in the vicinity of Quang‑Tri Province, Vietnam; and

Whereas, it is fitting and proper for the members of the General Assembly to pay tribute to his heroism and bravery by naming a bridge in Pickens County in his honor.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina, by this resolution, request that the Department of Transportation name bridge number 394001100201 located along South Carolina Highway 11 in Pickens County “Clifton Randall ‘Randy’ Jones Bridge” and erect appropriate markers or signs at this bridge that contain the words “Clifton Randall ‘Randy’ Jones Bridge”.

Whereas, Dr. Leppard served his country with honor during World War II; and

Whereas, he represented the citizens of Chesterfield County as a member of the South Carolina State Senate from 1951 through 1958; and

Whereas, it is fitting and proper to recognize Dr. Leppard’s achievements and service to his community, state, and nation by having a bridge in the Town of Cheraw named in his honor.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly by this resolution, request that the Department of Transportation name the north bridge that crosses the Great Pee Dee River along United States Highway 1 in the Town of Cheraw the “Dr. James E. Whereas, Mrs. McIntosh devoted her life to the field of education and spent thirty‑seven years as a teacher and administrator in the public schools in Anderson, Greenville, Hampton, and Allendale Counties, with more than thirty years of this service spent in Allendale County.  She retired in 1979 as guidance counselor at the Allendale‑Fairfax High School in Allendale County; and

Whereas, she was a member of the Church of God and a Sunday School teacher at Happy Home Baptist Church in Allendale County; and

Whereas, it is fitting and proper to memorialize this daughter of South Carolina who devoted more than thirty years of her life to the field of public education in Allendale County by having the bridge that crosses King Creek along South Carolina Highway 3 in Allendale County named in her honor.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina, by this resolution, request that the Department of Transportation name the bridge that crosses King Creek along South Carolina Highway 3 in Allendale County “Hersell N. Whereas, devoting fifty years of his professional career to the field of education in South Carolina, he served as Principal of Edgefield County Training School from 1924 to 1932, Principal of Bettis Junior College’s High School Department in Edgefield County from 1933 to 1936, Principal of Centenary Elementary School in Marion County from 1937 to 1938, Principal of Saint Mark Elementary and High Schools in Allendale County from 1939 to 1957, Principal of Allendale Training Elementary School in Allendale County from 1958 to 1960, Principal of Fairfax Training School in Allendale County from 1961 to 1969, Assistant Principal of Allendale Middle School in Allendale County from 1969 to 1972, and Director of the Allendale County Adult Education Program from 1978 to 1980; and

Whereas, Mr. McIntosh was a member of the Palmetto Education Association, Allendale County Teachers Association, South Carolina Education Association, and former Executive Secretary of the South Carolina Agriculture Association; and

Whereas, he was a member of Saint Paul Baptist Church in Fairfield County and served as a Sunday School teacher at Happy Home Baptist Church in Allendale County, and a member of the Lower Savannah River Council on Aging; and

Whereas, it is fitting and proper to memorialize this son of South Carolina who devoted more than fifty years of his life to the field of education in this State, with thirty‑five years of this service occurring in Allendale County, by having the bridge that crosses Gaul Creek along South Carolina Highway 3 in Allendale County named in his honor.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina, by this resolution, request that the Department of Transportation name the bridge that crosses Gaul Creek along South Carolina Highway 3 in Allendale County “Clement O. McIntosh, Sr. Bridge” and erect appropriate markers or signs at this bridge that contain the words “Clement O. McIntosh, Sr. Bridge”.

Be it further resolved that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the Department of Transportation.

Whereas, while attending Clemson University, he was commissioned a second lieutenant in the United States Air Force; and

Whereas, he was promoted to the rank of Captain while serving his country during World War II and was called back into active military service during the Korean War.  Following the Korean War he returned to his local reserve unit where he retired as lieutenant colonel with over twenty‑one years of military service; and

Whereas, in addition to his military career, Lieutenant Colonel Painter has had a distinguished career in the field of public education which includes serving as a teacher, an assistant principal at Cooley‑Springs School, and principal of Chesnee High School for twenty‑three years; and

Whereas, he and his late wife Sarah Brown Painter were blessed with three sons who have carried on his legacy of public service in the field of education; and

Whereas, it is fitting and proper to recognize the legacy of this son of South Carolina by naming a portion of South Carolina Highway 221 in Spartanburg County that lies one‑half mile on either side of the main entrance to Chesnee High School.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina, by this resolution, requests that the Department of Transportation name the portion of South Carolina Highway 221 in Spartanburg County from its intersection with Manning Street to its intersection with Thompson Street “Lieutenant Colonel Howard L. Painter Boulevard, Chesnee High School Principal from 1957 to 1980”, and erect appropriate markers or signs at this location that contain the same words.

Whereas, there were three armed combat actions fought against the British and Tories plus an additional four actions against the indigenous peoples near this fort during the American Revolution; and

Whereas, the location of this fort was within a space of less than three hundred yards east of the only Department of Transportation bridge on Secondary Road S‑30‑308 (Knickerbocker Road) that crosses the South Rabon Creek in Laurens County; and

Whereas, there is no State or other historic marker to mark this important site.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly, by this resolution, request that the Department of Transportation name the bridge that crosses South Rabon Creek along Knickerbocker Road in Laurens County the “Joseph Kellett’s Revolutionary War Block House Memorial Bridge” and erect appropriate markers or signs at this bridge that contain the words “Joseph Kellett’s Revolutionary War Block House Memorial Bridge”.

He received numerous commendations from numerous police and fire departments as well as crime victims for his work in the field of law enforcement until he lost his life in a tragic car accident in October, 1996, at Exit 16 along Interstate Highway 385 in Laurens County; and

Whereas, it is fitting and proper for the members of the General Assembly to honor Sergeant Pope’s memory by naming the interchange located at Exit 16 along Interstate Highway 385 in Laurens County the “Sergeant Rick Pope Interchange”.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly, by this resolution, request that the Department of Transportation name the interchange located at Exit 16 along Interstate Highway 385 in Laurens County the “Sergeant Rick Pope Interchange” and erect appropriate markers or signs at this interchange that contain the words “Sergeant Rick Pope Interchange”.
