SLED is authorized to retain the fingerprints for certification purposes and for notification of the department regarding criminal charges.  The cost of the state criminal records check must not exceed eight dollars and must be paid to the department by the EMT or the EMS agency upon application for the state check.  The cost of the national records check is established by the FBI and must be paid to the department by the EMT or the EMS agency upon application for the national check.  The state and national criminal records checks are not required for an EMT employed as of July 1, 2007, until the EMT applies for recertification.  The department may deny certification to applicants with certain past felony convictions and to those who are under felony indictment. Applications for certification of individuals convicted of or under indictment for the following crimes will be denied in all cases:

EMT certification is valid for a period not exceeding three years from the date of issuance and must be renewed by undergoing a state and national criminal records check as provided for in subsection (d) and completing a refresher course and examination during the three‑year certification period as required by the department and provided for by this article. Upon successful completion of an approved in‑service training program directed by the medical control physician during the three‑year certification period and passage of the skills evaluation as provided for by the department, the refresher course requirements and the practical skills evaluation may be waived. Failure to pass the written examination after three attempts will require completion of another refresher course and reexamination. The curriculum for in‑service training programs required in this subsection must include, but not be limited to, subject matter prescribed by the department. The in‑service training programs shall consist of classroom and skills phases that may be conducted at licensed services, educational facilities, or hospitals throughout the State. The medical control physician who evaluates the skills of an emergency medical technician applying for certificate renewal may also grant a waiver of taking the written exam.
