A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

TO RECOGNIZE THE ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF RICHLAND COUNTY SHERIFF LEON LOTT AND TO DECLARE SATURDAY, MAY 31, 2008, AS “LEON LOTT DAY” IN HOPKINS, SOUTH CAROLINA.
