In this role, she provided invaluable assistance in ensuring the college’s continued accreditation by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools, and in developing and implementing strategic plans; and

Whereas, after a venerable career in the field of education, Mrs. Strange is embarking on a richly deserved retirement, and looks forward to spending more time with her beloved family, which includes husband Richard C.
