A JOINT RESOLUTION

TO APPROVE REGULATIONS OF THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROL, RELATING TO TANNING FACILITIES, DESIGNATED AS REGULATION DOCUMENT NUMBER 3114, PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF ARTICLE 1, CHAPTER 23, TITLE 1 OF THE 1976 CODE.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
The regulations of the Department of Health and Environmental Control, relating to tanning facilities, designated as Regulation Document Number 3114, and submitted to the General Assembly pursuant to the provisions of Article 1, Chapter 23, Title 1 of the 1976 Code, are approved.

2.
This joint resolution takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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SUMMARY AS SUBMITTED

BY PROMULGATING AGENCY.

These amendments of  R.61‑106 are a result of House Bill 3833 that was enacted into law June 9, 2006, as Act 355, and codified at S.C. Code Ann. Section 13‑7‑45. The overall changes to the tanning regulation will substantially reduce the regulatory burden to the tanning industry. Additionally, language changes were made clarifying many sections of the regulations by making them more specific, better organized, and the intent of regulation more clear. The registration requirements and Civil Penalty schedule was redefined.
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
