Whereas, Mr. Moore received the Order of the Palmetto in 1987 from Governor Carroll Campbell, received the prestigious Eagle Scout Award, served as Scout Master in his hometown of Bennettsville, coached Dixie Youth Baseball and has lead many young people to become productive citizens.
