Whereas, after a perfect 2009 league season of 8 and 0, and an overall 10 and 2 record, the Bulldogs have remained undefeated in the league for the second straight year and have nineteen consecutive league wins; and

Whereas, the South Carolina State Bulldogs were ranked eighth in the Sports Network’s Football Championship Subdivision (FCS) College Football Poll at the end of the 2009 season, and the FCS Coaches and “Any Given Saturday” ranked them seventh while they captured the number one spot in the Sheridan Broadcasting Network (SBN) Top 10 Poll; and

Whereas, Coach Buddy Pough and his fine staff employed their own athletic abilities and leadership skills to forge a championship team and foster a standard of excellence in these athletes that will prove invaluable to them throughout life; and
