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Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Section 50-5-1705(C) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 85 of 2007, is further amended to read:

	“(C)	It is unlawful for a person to take or have in possession more than three five red drum in any one day.”

SECTION	2.	This act takes effect July 1, 2010.
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
