Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Chapter 112, Title 59 of the 1976 Code is amended by adding:

	“Section 59‑112‑140.		Revenue collected by State Institutions from out‑of‑state tuition in excess of in‑state tuition rates must be remitted to the State Treasurer and deposited to the credit of the general fund of the State.” 

SECTION	2.	This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
