He is currently recognized as not only the longest‑serving deacon, but also the oldest on the deacon board; and

Whereas, well‑remembered as a bus driver for excursions during the summer months to Atlantic Beach, South Carolina, he was employed during his work career as a logger, a farmer, and a plant worker; and

Whereas, he and his beloved wife, the former Etheline Prioleau, were married on February 3, 1946, and reared three loving children: Wilhelmenia Hall King, Truman T. Washington, and Verah G.
