Whereas, the Honorable Eunice Holman Doe served the residents of Jasper County in many capacities during her lifetime; and

Whereas, she was a member of the Jasper County Council for fourteen years; and

Whereas, Mrs. Doe was a dedicated school teacher who taught in the Jasper County Public School System for more than thirty years; and

Whereas, she was a member and choir director of Bethel Baptist Church in Pineland as well as the director of music for the Mt. Carmel Baptist Association for many years; and

Whereas, it is fitting and proper for the members of the General Assembly to pause in its deliberations to honor this daughter of South Carolina by naming a portion of United States Highway 601 in Jasper County the “Eunice Holman Doe Highway”.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Representatives concurring:
