Whereas, together with Mena Tsoutsoulopoulos Skenteris, his beloved wife of fifty‑three, he reared three fine children: Nea Zambrano, Nick Skenteris, and Gina Skenteris‑Smith.  They blessed their parents with the love of seven grandchildren: Vickie, Tori, Joe, Sophia, Basil, Vivian, and Vasili; and

Whereas, a devoted husband, father, and grandfather, he and his wife cherished spending their summers in Greece with family, and from there, they would visit other countries around the globe; and

Whereas, a faithful member of St. George Greek Orthodox Cathedral, Mr. Skenteris served on the St. George Parish council for six years and volunteered for various events within the church; and

Whereas, he was a member of the Evrytanian Association of America, known as Velouchi, serving as its treasurer for forty‑one years and being honored by the organization with a Lifetime Achievement Award in 2016.  He was also a dedicated member of the American Hellenic Educational Progressive Association (AHEPA); and

Whereas, the members of the South Carolina Senate are grateful for the life and legacy of Bill Skenteris and for the indelible mark of sacrifice and kindness he left on the Greenville community and on all who knew him.  Now, therefore,
