Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Section 23‑6‑30(5) of the 1976 Code is amended to read:

	“(5)	operate a comprehensive law enforcement personnel training program training programs for its staff. However, these programs shall not be in lieu of basic or other training required by the Criminal Justice Academy, unless explicitly approved as such by the Criminal Justice Academy;”

SECTION	2.	This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
